The day-after pill for preventing pregnancy

following sexual intercourse without contraception
Read this package insert carefully in its entirety

before using this medicine

POSTINOR
Postinor is intended for the prevention of pregnancy
following unplanned sexual intercourse without
contraception, or after rape, or where a contraceptive
failure is suspected.
Swallow the Postinor tablet within 72 hours (3 days)
of having unprotected sex. The medicine is more
effective if it is taken as soon as possible after
unprotected sex.
What should you know before taking Postinor?
You can use Postinor any time during the menstrual
cycle (all days of the month). If your period is late,
consult with the pharmacist before taking the medicine
in order to clarify whether a pregnancy test is
necessary.
Breastfeeding: You can breastfeed. The medicine
passes into the milk, so you should breastfeed before
taking the medicine and avoid breastfeeding
immediately after taking the medicine.

Composition:
The tablet contains: Levonorgestrel 1.5 mg
Each package contains one tablet.
Inactive ingredients:
Potato starch, maize starch, colloidal silica anhydrous,
magnesium stearate, talc and lactose monohydrate.
Contains 142.5 mg lactose.

Therapeutic group: Progestogen.

When should the preparation not be used?
Do not use this medicine if you are sensitive to any
of its ingredients.
Do not use this medicine if more than 72 hours have
passed after unprotected sex.

If you are under 16 years of age  you should consult
with a doctor before starting treatment. If you started
treatment without consultation, contact a doctor as
soon as possible.
If since your last period you have had unprotected sex
and more than three days have passed or if your last
period was more than 5 days late or was unusual,
contact the doctor in order to ascertain that you are
not pregnant.
If you do become pregnant despite taking Postinor, it
is important to see the doctor also in order to check
that the pregnancy is not ectopic.
You must visit the doctor in order to rule out an
ectopic pregnancy especially if you suffer from acute
abdominal pain after taking the medicine or if in the
past you had an ectopic pregnancy, fallopian tubes
surgery or pelvic inflammation.
Do not take this medicine without consulting a doctor
before starting treatment if you are suffering from severe
liver dysfunction or from a disease of the small intestine
(e.g. Crohn’s disease) that affects the absorption of
food, since the efficacy of the treatment may be
impaired.
Breastfeeding: A small amount of the medicine may
be found in the mother’s milk and it is therefore
recommended to take the medicine immediately
after breastfeeding. In this way the amount of the
active ingredient in the milk at the next breastfeeding
will be reduced.
Warnings:
Postinor is not intended for use as a routine
contraceptive measure. Use it only as an emergency
measure.
Postinor is not effective if more than 72 hours have
passed since the unprotected sexual intercourse.
Postinor is not effective if you are already pregnant.
Postinor does not protect you against infection from
the AIDS virus or other sexually transmitted diseases.
If you are sensitive to any type of food or medicine,
inform your doctor before commencing treatment with
this medicine.

Drug interactions:
If you are taking another drug concomitantly or if you
have just finished treatment with another medicine,
inform the attending doctor, in order to prevent hazards
or lack of efficacy arising from drug interactions. This
is especially important for medicines belonging to the
following groups: barbiturates or other medications for

the treatment of epilepsy, e.g.: primidone, phenytoin
and carbamazepine, drugs for treatment of tuberculosis,
e.g.: rifampicin and rifabutin, drugs for the treatment
of AIDS, e.g.: ritonavir, griseofulvin for treatment of
fungal infections, herbal medicines containing
hypericum. If you are taking cyclosporin for the immune
system, liver enzyme inducers.

Side effects:
In addition to the desired effect of the medicine, adverse
reactions may occur during the course of taking this
medicine, for example: nausea, vomiting (see section
“Dosage and directions for use” below), changes in the
period: lighter or heavier bleeding. The next menstrual
period usually begins on the due date or a little bit
earlier or later.
Other side effects: Tiredness, headache, dizziness,
breast tenderness, abdominal pain, diarrhea. These
side effects usually disappear within a short time. In
the event of heavy or prolonged bleeding or if your
period is more than 5 days late, refer to your doctor.
It is recommended that you have a pregnancy test.
In the event that you experience side effects not
mentioned in this leaflet, or if there is a change in your
general health, consult your doctor immediately.

Dosage and directions for use:
Treatment involves taking one tablet.
Take the Postinor tablet as soon as possible after
having unprotected sex, but not more than 72 hours
after intercourse. Swallow the tablet whole with water.
Do not postpone taking the medicine. This medicine is
more effective if it is taken as soon as possible. If you
are using oral contraceptives continue taking them
as usual (without any connection to taking Postinor).
How frequently can you use Postinor?
Use Postinor only as an emergency measure and
not as a regular contraceptive measure. If you use
Postinor more than once in the menstrual cycle the
risk of having changes in the period is greater.
Postinor is not as effective as accepted contraceptive
measures. Consult a doctor regarding a contraceptive
for long-term use that is more effective in preventing
pregnancy.
If you vomit: If you vomited within 3 hours of taking
the tablet, get and take another tablet as soon as
possible and contact your doctor. If you vomited the
additional tablet within 3 hours of taking it, contact your
doctor or pharmacist.
After taking Postinor
If you want to have sex after taking Postinor use a
barrier contraceptive such as a condom or
diaphragm. If you are using oral contraceptives,
continue taking them as usual but use an additional
contraceptive measure as mentioned above.
If your period is more than 5 days late or if it is lighter
or heavier than usual, contact the doctor as soon as
possible.
If you become pregnant despite taking the medicine,
refer to the doctor immediately.
If you continue using oral contraceptives and did not
get your period after finishing the pack, refer to the
doctor to check that you are not pregnant.
Consult with the doctor regarding long-term
contraceptives which are more effective than this
medicine in preventing pregnancy.

Avoid poisoning!
This medicine, and all other medicines, must be stored
in a safe place out of the reach of children and/or
infants, to avoid poisoning.
If you have taken an overdose, or if a child has
accidentally swallowed the medicine, proceed
immediately to a hospital emergency room and bring
the package of the medicine with you.
Do not induce vomiting unless explicitly instructed to
do so by a doctor!
Do not take medicines in the dark! Check the label and
the dose each time you take your medicine. Wear
glasses if you need them.

Storage: Store in a cool place.
Even if kept in their original container and stored as
recommended, medicines may be kept for a limited
period only. Please note the expiry date of the medicine!
In case of doubt, consult the pharmacist who dispensed
the medicine to you.
Do not store different medications in the same package.
